Spain: AEPD fines Glovoapp23 €25,000
for GDPR violations

Data Protection Officer Enforcement GDPR Penalties  Supervisory Authority

The Spanish data protection authority ('AEPD') issued, on 9 June 2020, a resolution ('the Resolution’) in
praceeding No. PS/00417/2019 against Glovoapp23 S.L., fining the company €25,000 for violating Article
37 of the General Data Protection Regulation (Regulation (EU) 2016/679) ('GDPR'). In particular, the

that Glovoapp23 argued that it did not have an obligation to appoint a DPO, since the processing activity
carried out was exempted from the obligation provided by Article 37 of the GDPR, and considering that

the DPO's tasks were carried out by the company's data protection committee. Moreover, the Resolution
finds that at the time of the sanctioning procedure Glovoapp23's website did not include any information

of an appointed DPO.
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
